Dear Jaime,  
I wanted to thank you for inviting me to observe your class Monday, February 26, 2018. I enjoyed getting to spend some time in your class again, and experience you teach Persuasion and Media. You are a dynamic teacher, and your students seem to respond well to your teaching style. I am impressed by the amount of preparation that goes into your classes, and I think you are a good model for future teachers of public speaking and persuasion. I encourage you to develop your teaching style and methods in your time at USF, including perhaps developing original teaching activities for the NCA publication, Communication Teacher, or additional pedagogical research for the Liminalities or the Basic Course Annual. 

It was a pleasure to get to watch you teach Persuasion and Media, and see how you’ve developed your teaching methods, strategies, and skills over the past three years. You are a very dynamic teacher, incorporating multiple activities throughout the course, getting students to participate and analyse texts and media, and managing the classroom. Your class had a good flow, which speaks to the way in which you thoughtfully prepare and organize your class. You review information, present opportunities to apply information, and present new information and assigments, all the while developing time for students to engage, ask questions, and develop competence in particular course areas. You also exhibit adept classroom management skills in the ways that you address distractions, and make space for students to be heard and understood, even during large group discussion and moments of contentious debate. You engage students with care and finesse, and they really respond well to your high expectations and encouragement. 
As you continue to work with students, I encourage you to keep up the work you’re already doing, and persist in finding innovative ways to engage students. For instance, you offer such rich rhetorical examples in your class, like the speeches from the UN, try to get students to be even more incisive and specific in their analysis and responses. I applaud you for the time you make to debrief examples; how can you also help students start to develop their arguments with specific evidence from the examples they see. So, today’s class, can you direct students to articulate specific evidence from Watson’s address to the UN? 
Again, thank you for inviting me to your classroom. It was a treat to experience you teach again. I am thrilled I get to work with such a enthusiastic and skilled teacher. I am pleased with your work, and I look forward to experiencing how you develop your pedagogical style and methods in the future.
